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The Corporate Tournament:

ABC Trust is appealing for 8 companies in London to participate in our sponsored corporate football tournament to raise vital funds for Street Child World Cup.  The tournament will take place on tiger turf at Westway football pitch (graced by Thierry Henry). Each team will compete in a 1 day tournament consisting of a series of league matches, followed by a cup stage and resulting in a final. Each team is asked to raise a minimum of £2500 to participate (details on page 2). The teams will include 8 players + 1 or 2 substitutes (please see pg 2 for details on fundraising target). 
Benefits for Companies: 
The ABC Football Tournament will give employees from 8 different companies the chance to be part of an exciting event, and a once in a lifetime opportunity to play a competitive football match with qualified referees, and the chance to be awarded a trophy by a celebrity footballer. They will also have the privilege of playing on the highly acclaimed ‘3rd Generation’ pitch (used by the Russian national team) 
The runner up team (from the final match) will receive a signed football memorabilia, 1 DVD copy of the final match, and a certificate for each player. The winning team will receive signed T-shirts, certificates, and DVD copies of the final match, for each player.  A celebrity footballer will present the winning team with a trophy and a bottle of champagne to the ‘Man of the Match,’ who  will also receive two tickets to a Chelsea home game this season. Both teams will have a team photograph taken with the celebrity footballer, which will be sent to each player after the event.
By taking part in this sponsored challenge, companies will also strengthen its CSR (corporate social responsibility) agenda and the companies’ employee engagement programme. This tournament will strengthen team bonding, raise employees’ motivation, and enable them to be part of an historic campaign, as well as contributing towards a worthy social cause which will have a lasting impact on thousands of street children from around the world. 
Timeline: The tournament will take place on Sunday the 6th of December.  It will begin at 14:00 and will be finished by 18:30.
Venue: The tournament will take place on the Westway football pitch in West London, (a pitch graced by Thierry Henry.)

Fundraising Target: 

Each team is expected to raise a minimum of £2500 via team or individual sponsorship. This is a very achievable target if each team member (including 2 subs) raise approximately £250 for a total team target of £2500, OR the captain can simply set up a team online sponsorship page via justgiving which each team member can contribute to by encouraging people to donate. Companies are also encouraged to double their fundraising through corporate £ for £ matched giving scheme, which would help raise £5000 per team, and would make an enormous difference to thousands of street children. 
The Tournament Format:

The format will include a league followed by a cup stage, over a one day tournament. A total of 5 games will be played by those who reach the final. 
Matches will last 20 minutes, resulting in a total of 100 minutes played by those who reach the final.
The 8 teams will be separated into 2 leagues of 4.

Each team will play the other 3 teams in it’s league once.

The top 2 teams from each league will go through to the cup stage to battle it out in the semi-finals. In the semi final, the winners of league A will play the team placed 2nd in league B, and visa versa. 
The winners from the semi finals will meet in the final, to play for the chance to be awarded the ABC Trophy, which will be presented by a celebrity footballer (name TBC). 

The celebrity footballer will also award a bottle of champagne, as well as 2 Chelsea tickets to who he deems to be ‘man of the match.’

Teams are awarded 3 points for a win, 1 point for a draw and 0 points for a loss. If 2 teams have the same number of points, their league placement will be decided on goal difference.
If teams draw in the cup stage, the game will go to extra time which will consist of a total of 5 minutes each half. If the teams are still tied after extra time the game will be decided on penalties. 

Additional information: 

Refreshment for all the players will be provided throughout the tournament 


A full schedule of the tournament with details regarding times of matches will be given to each participating team once they officially sign-up.

The final will be filmed and copies will be given to all players in the final.
