The Tournament Format:

10 teams will be participating in the tournament.

Matches will last 20 minutes.

Teams will be separated into 2 leagues. Each team will play the other teams in its league once.

In the league stage, teams are awarded 3 points for a win, 1 point for a draw and 0 points for a loss. If 2 teams have
the same number of points, their league placement will be decided on goal difference.

The top 2 teams from each league will go through to the semi-finals, and then the finals.

If teams draw in the cup stage, the game will go to extra time which will consist of a total of 5 minutes each half. If
the teams are still tied after extra time the game will be decided on penalties.
